Science, Linguistics, Philosophy, or Psychology) is preferred. Experience with theoretical 

argumentation and the use of empirical evidence in cognitive science is an asset. Demonstrated 

superior teaching expertise in undergraduate teaching is preferred.  

Relevant Criterion: Previous experience is the more relevant criterion than the need to acquire 

experience in respect of this posted position.  

Description of Duties: Conducting tutorials (5 in fall term and 5 in winter term). Meeting with 

instructor; responding to student inquiries (over email and virtual meetings); holding office hours; 

and marking papers, tests, exams and/or other assignments. Some attendance at lectures or other 

plenaries may be required.
