The candidate should have familiarity with Windows and MAC 

platforms; have strong communication and interpersonal skills. Experience conducting tutorials and 

training sessions an asset. First consideration will be given to full-time graduate students at the 

University of Toronto. 

Relevant Criterion: Previous experience is the more relevant criterion than the need to acquire 

experience in respect of this posted position. 

Description of Duties: Meeting with instructor, responding to student inquiries and marking papers 

and tests.  The position may also include attending some lectures.
